The final presentation which will take place in Paris 20-21 January 2014 is a result of an academic cooperation between the architecture departments at the Bezalel Academy of Arts and Design & École Nationale Supérieure d'Architecture Paris-Malaquais.  The present joint studio already took place last fall (1st semester, 2012-13) and is planned to continue for two more years.

The studio is entitled "Pilgrimage to a Lost Jerusalem – On the Road to Wandering" and it grapples with pilgrimage to Jerusalem as a paradigm of a dissected landscape and the changes in the historic route.  The students were offered to become active participants in the 'reading' of reality as in the design proposals. The studio searched for a newly imagined territory which might become an alternative for resolving conflicts, based on mapping the newly identified routes to provide autonomy for each of the undertakings. The methods introduced for recreating a shared territory will enable us to observe and listen to the other – not only the other party, but also to the other inside ourselves.
