Brief CV.
After finishing the education at The Applied Arts College in Zelezny Brod, in 1980, I continued my study at the school of Applied Arts in Prague, where I was a member of Professor Stanislav Libensky's prominent last class. Although mainly known for my works in glass, I am also deeply involved in painting, drawing and sculpture. My work has been exhibited in Europe, Asia, Australia and the United States and is represented in many notable public collections.

Course Syllabus.
We will create sculptures by combination cast glass and blown glass. During our shared days, we will create sculptures from paper, branches, clay or wax supplemented by elements from blown glass, we will cast it, and opposite - blown pieces would be supplemented by cast parts. We can use the same glass - same color - for both technics. We can interface these technics as more as it would be tolerated by glass. It would be a great source of inspiration, I hope.
Part of my work is also based on combination - glass to natural materials like stones, branches, small tools...
So I will be also discovering advantages and snags of this way of work with you.
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
