THE 2015 MFA GRADUATE SHOW

The MFA (Master of Fine Arts) at Bezalel Academy of Arts and Design is proud to announce the details of the 2015 graduate show. The exhibition will take place at the MFA main venues on Salame Street 60 as well as in Abulafia Street 6 in Tel Aviv. It will open on June 2 (main opening) from 8 to 11 pm. The show will be on view until June 20. 
 
During these three weeks it will be open:
• Wednesdays and Thursdays, from noon to 6 pm
• Fridays, from 10 am to 2 pm
• Saturdays, from noon to 8 pm
 
Rather than a concept or a theme, the 2015 final exhibition is based on a structure, which attempts to find a balance between 21 individual projects and the overall spirit of the MFA. Following this structure each project by each student has been conceived in accordance to the given space, negotiating the legacy of site-specificity and the desire to push art making to the new level.
 
About the 21 projects:
Jennifer Abessira will present a selection of works on paper made from books found on the streets of Tel Aviv combined with her Instagram pictures printed as Polaroids; Hagai Ulrich created a series of iconic images through an algorhythm based on the association between Hebrew letters and colors; inspired by the tradition of the modern art museum sculpture garden, Ruti De Vries created a new monumental installation; continuing his research on space and technology Adi Dulza will present a new site-specific environment; within a customized room, Abigail Hopkins will display a group of sculptures created over the last two years; Noam Horowitz will premiere a new sculptural environment which includes sound; Efrat Vital will present a new video shot in different areas of Tel Aviv; Aleksandra “Sena” Wilczynska conceived a double-face installation dealing with the notion of constructed identity; Ira Bar Zlicha will combine a selection of her snapshots and still lives with a new video.
Raafat Hattab will conceived a site-specific installation based on the concept of “the corridor” in eastern philosophy; working in a large space on Abulafia Street Yasmin Hassidim will conceived a total installation – to be activated by several events – which explores what she calls “the conspiracy of the Body in a Grid-based reality”; Zohar Kawaharada will generate a series of sound actions directed towards the inside and outside of an emptied private space; Anka Mirkin will construct space distortions dealing with architectural elements of domestic environments; Ayala Netzer will present a new animation based on autobiographical events; Ella Spector created a new body of work which empowers the transformative nature of materials and the magical aspect of technology.
Adi Oz-Ari created a sterile room which contains process-based metaphors; Ana-Clara Polet Mintz will present her cycle of videos focused on the relationship between mother and daughter, with depression, madness, and death; Chen Serfaty will continue her investigation of the exhibition format; Talia Rosin will combine a new massive site-specific installation with a series of performative videos; Amitai Ring will present a new oeuvres created in collaboration with several guests who agreed on dissolving their signatures into the paintings; Lisa Götze will employ different media, from drawing to painting on glass, in order to create a site-specific installation.
 
The MFA final exhibition is organized by Nicola Trezzi, head of the program; he has been advised by the following faculty members: Ilit Azulay, Ohad Fishof, Yossi Breger, Dor Guez, Michal Helfman, Yitzhak Livneh, Dudu Mezach, Moshe Ninio, Eli Petel, Gilad Ratman, Yehudit Sasportas, Nevet Yitzhak and Sharon Ya’ari.
